
KAYCEE LANDFILL RATES AND FEES 
 
1. In accordance with Ordinance 2016.01 (Section 27.04.070), the following service rates 

shall be levied, charged, and collected by the Town of Kaycee for removal of bagged 
garbage or refuse within the corporate limits as defined by the Town Council: 

 
a. 96 Gallon Container: Single family, weekly collection - $26.00/month plus 

$10.00 for each additional container 
 b. Senior Citizens:  Age 65+, weekly collection - $24.00/month. 

c. 300 Gallon Container:  Collection at one point, bi-weekly collection - 
$60.00/month plus $20.00 for each additional container. 

d. One Dump Included with Monthly Rate:  Residents within the corporate limits 
of Kaycee will be allowed one (1) load of excess garbage (household waste) per 
month. To receive dump, customer must present a current water bill in good 
financial standing. 

e. Yard Clippings:  Residents within the corporate limits of Kaycee will be allowed 
to dispose all yard clippings, leaves, and branches at the landfill free of charge.   

f. Container Replacement Cost:  If the container needs to be replaced due to the 
acts or omissions of the resident, the customer will be responsible for the cost of 
replacement at the current cost (including shipping) to the Town of Kaycee.   

 
2. In accordance with Ordinance 2016.01 (Section 27.04.070), the following tipping fees 

will be collected by the Town of Kaycee for the delivery and disposal of garbage, refuse, 
and non-household waste at the Kaycee Landfill:  

 
 a. Pickup beds and Trailers:  

 Pick-up beds …………………………..……………….........$27.00 per dump 
             Flatbed Trailers 16’ and under with attendant’s approval…..$27.00 per dump 
  Enclosed Trailers 16’ and under with attendant’s approval…$54.00 per dump 
 
 b. Bins:  

 10 yd…………….$150.00 per dump WITH PRIOR APPROVAL ONLY  
  

 c. Large Appliances/Furniture:……………………………………... $25.00 each 
   
 d. Medium Appliances/Furniture:……………………………………$15.00 each
